1.0 LAURENTIAN UNIVERSITY REQUIRED OF FANS & SPECTATORS 
 Conduct that is detrimental to maintaining the core values of interuniversity sport will not 

be tolerated.  Spectators are expected to behave in an appropriate manner. 
 

1.1 Recognize intercollegiate athletics as an important part of the student and alumni 
experience. 

 
1.2 Develop an appreciation for fairness, openness and support of coaches and 

players. 
 
1.3 Avoid negative comments and gestures that dishonor the teams, their schools and 

Laurentian University. 
 
1.4 Treat spectators, players, coaches and officials courteously, win or lose. 
 
1.5 Fans and spectators are prohibited from: 

1. Using foul language or making obscene gestures of any king. 
2. Abusing any official, opponent, spectator or other person, verbally or 

physically. 
3. Disrupting the progress of the game by their actions or unauthorized persons 

on the playing field. 
4. Intentionally sitting or standing in areas which obstruct the passage and/or 

view for other spectators. 
5. Engaging in conduct contrary to the integrity of the game. 

 
 1.6 Persons engaging in these actions will be given one warning and removed from 

the venue the second time.
